Elevation is the angular distance of the satellites above the horizon in
relation to your dish location. In other words, elevation is the up-and-down
positioning of your dish.

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Changing Channels

1 Press the @ button on the remote control to tune to a higher channel number.
Press the @ button to tune to a lower channel number.

2 Enter a channel number directly with the (0)-(9) number buttons.
After entering a number, press the button or wait a few seconds for the system
to tune to the new channel.
